Romans 8.6-11

6 To set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is
life and peace. 7 For this reason the mind that is set on the flesh is hostile
to God; it does not submit to God’s law—indeed it cannot, & and those
who are in the flesh cannot please God.

° But you are not in the flesh; you are in the Spirit, since the Spirit of God
dwells in you. Anyone who does not have the Spirit of Christ does not
belong to him. ° But if Christ is in you, though the body is dead because
of sin, the Spirit is life because of righteousness. " If the Spirit of him who
raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ from the
dead will give life to your mortal bodies also through his Spirit that dwells
in you.

then Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus. 2 Jesus answered them,
‘The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. 2* Very truly, | tell
you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains just a
single grain; but if it dies, it bears much fruit. 2> Those who love their life
lose it, and those who hate their life in this world will keep it for eternal
life. % Whoever serves me must follow me, and where | am, there will my
servant be also. Whoever serves me, the Father will honour.

27 ‘Now my soul is troubled. And what should | say—“Father, save me
from this hour”? No, it is for this reason that | have come to this hour.

2 Father, glorify your name.’ Then a voice came from heaven, ‘| have
glorified it, and | will glorify it again.’ ° The crowd standing there heard it
and said that it was thunder. Others said, ‘An angel has spoken to him.’
